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2. Cabinet Assembly
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Detail A
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STEP 1.
Lay Bottom Panel (#2) on the hard surface. Insert Front and Rear Frames (#3) with large flange oriented to
the inside. Be sure that the slotsin the center of the frames are facing inward as shown in Detail A.

Overlay the Horizontal Beams(#6) so thatthe notches interlay with large flanges onthe Frontand Rear Frames
(#3). Be sure to orient the Horizontal Beams (#6) so that the flat, cage nut surfaceis facing inward.

Attach with 8 M8 Hexagon Screws (Bag D) and 8 M8 Flange Nuts (Bag E).
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STEP 2.

Place the Top Panel (#1) on the hard
surface. Turn the assembly over and insert
itintothetop panel. Be surethatthe Top
and Bottom Panels (#1 and #2) are oriented
in the same direction (front matches front,
back matches back).

Overlay the Horizontal Beams(#6) so that
the notchesinterlay with large flanges on
the Front and Rear Frames (#3). Be sure to
orientthe Horizontal Beams (#6) so that
the flat, cage nut surface is facing inward.

Attach with 8 M8 Hexagon Screws (Bag D)
and 8 M8 Flange Nuts (Bag E).

STEP 3.

Install the 4 Vertical Rack Rails (#10) to the Horizontal Beams (#6) at the desired depth using the Cage Nut Kit
provided (BagA). When determiningthe appropriate depth, be sure to consider the equipment that you plan
to mountinside the enclosure.

Note: Be sure that therail depth isthe same on both sides of the cabinet.
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Detail C

Optional: Mount L Type Mounting Brackets (#7) to the Vertical Mounting Rails on each side of the cabinet
usingthe Cage Nut Kit provided (BagA). (Note: To mount the L Type Mounting Brackets (#7), the depth
between front and back vertical rails should be 11”7 (280mm) for 450mm depth cabinet and 16.9” (430mm)
for 600mm depth cabinet.)

STEP 4.

Install the two Side Panels (#5) into place
usingthe Side Panel Latches. Once each
Side Panel (#5) is attached, test to ensure
that each Side Panel Lock locks properly.
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STEP 5.
Install the Front Door Lock (Bag H) on the
Front Door (#4) as shown in left picture.

STEP 6.

To attach the Front Door (#4) to the cabinet, locate the side with the two pins. Insert the bottom fixed pin

with White Plastic Washer (Bag C) into the door hinge hole. With your thumb, pull down on the top spring

pinandslideitinto place over the second door hinge hole and release. NOTE: Each side of the front of the
cabinet hasdoor hinge holes; this allows you to choose the door swing orientation.
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STEP 7.
Attach the Back Panel (#8) to the cabinet
using 6 black M4 Screws (Bag C).

Optional: Attach the Top and Bottom Cable
Management (#11) Covers using4 M4
Screws (Bag C) .

3. Mountingthe Cabinet to the wall

Attach the Hanger Bar
(#9) to a wall or other
suitable mounting surface
using 4 appropriate
anchors.

Note: When mounting
the mounting platetothe
wall, be surethe 2
mounting hooks are
facing outwards and
away from the wall.

After the Hanger Bar (#9)
has been securely
attached to the mounting
surface, hangthe
cabinet’s 2 mounting
notchesontothe 2
mounting hooks on the
plate attached to the
wall. The notches will fit
over the hooks and the
enclosure should slide
down onto the hooks
until secure.
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After the Hanger Bar (#9)
has been secured and the
cabinet hungproperly,
secure the cabinettothe
mounting plate using 2
M4 Screws (Bag C) inthe
holes on the mounting
hooks as shown. Fans
(optional-purchase
separately) shown for
detail.

Warning: Do not attempt to
mount to wall, when
equipment is mounted
inside cabinet. The cabinet
can hold up to 130 pounds
evenly distributed. Make
sure wall surface can hold
weight of the cabinet and
equipment.

Optional: Attach Casters
(Bag F) with 16 M6 Self
Tapping Screws (Bag G) to
Bottom Panel (#2).

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4. Equipmentinstallation

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1 Locate the numbered square openings in the Vertical Mounting Rails (#10) where you plantoinstall your
equipment. Install M6 Cage Nuts (Bag B) into the square openings to provide an attachment point for the M6
Mounting Screws (Bag B). Note: Consult your equipment documentation to determine how many cage nuts
will be required and where they will need to be installed.

a- From the inside of the Vertical Mounting Rails (#10), insert one of the flanges of the cage nutthrough the
square opening. Press it against the side of the square opening.

b- Compress the cage nut at the sides slightly to allow the remainingflange to fit through the square
opening. When the cage nutis properlyinstalled, both flanges will protrude through the square openingand
will be visible on the outer surface of the mountingrail. Repeat steps 1a and 1b until all required cage nuts
are installed.

2 Afterinstallingthe required cage nuts, use the included M6 Mounting Screws (Bag B) and M6 Plastic
Washers (Bag B) to secure your equipment into the installed M6 Cage Nuts.
